This past week my wife Ainslee really wanted to take me and our children to see the play Peter Pan In Des Moines. It was a great blessing for our children and for Ainslee and me too. Peter Pan was played by a woman named Cathy Rigby. Cathy Rigby has been in this role as Peter Pan for many years and this is her final tour. Cathy Rigby was a great gymnast and I believe the first American woman to win an Olympic medal. She was a great competitor at the international level, but in the 1972 Olympic Games her performance was not as good as she expected. Cathy was, very understandably very upset and down. She sat next to her Mother who said ten words that changed the way she felt about herself. Her Mother simply said, "Doing your best is more important than being the best." It is amazing how a word can change our situation.  
John's Gospel tells us "And the Word became flesh and dwelt among us, and we beheld His glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father, full of grace and truth." The creator of the universe communicated to us in a Word we could understand, a person. It is amazing how a simple word can change your life. Why did Jesus come? He came to redeem a dying world through what He did on the Cross. In John 14.10 Jesus says, "Do you not believe that I am in the Father, and the Father in me? The words that I speak to you I do not speak on my own authority; but the Father who dwells in Me does the works." A word communicates the thoughts of another. The living word communicates that God loves us, "For God so loved the world..." Jesus also communicated something else that is very important, "I am with you always, even to the end of the age" (Matthew 28.20). He also said, "But the helper, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in My name, He will teach you all things, and bring to your remembrance all things that I told you. My peace I give to you; not as the world gives do I give to you. Let not your heart be troubled, neither let it be afraid" (John 14.26-27). 
A couple of weeks ago I wrote a short note about a situation that our Terraced Hills Community faced. It was a situation that we had some control of, but like most things not that much. It was suggested that as a community we cry out to him. In John 15.7 Jesus says, "If you abide in Me and My words abide in you, you will ask what you desire, and it shall be done for you."
