January – December 2005
January 2005
We welcomed the new member to the board (D’Ambra Hainline, Ron Scott, Gary Lowe, Frank Rogers and Donnie Hendricks) and we all introduced ourselves.

There was a correction to December 14, 2004 minutes made by Thelma Wiser.  Pastor Fred Bryson isn’t eligible to be Community Spiritual Director yet because he hasn’t been ordained or finished school, according to model.  A motion was made by Fred Bryson to accept the amended minutes, seconded by Larry Wood.  Ayes 13.  Nays 0.  Motion carried.

The treasurer’s report was presented by Thelma Wiser.  The balance on hand as of 12/31/04 was $2,929.37.  Check written after 12/31/04 were to Cokesbury for $193.00 and the Upper Room for $127.62.  A pilgrim registration deposit of $200.00 was made.  The balance as of 01/11/05 is $2,808.75.  There will be a bill for licensing the trailer (approximately $19.00) and a bill for CCL (Copy write license) of approximately $99.00 coming.  Larry Wood made a motion and Gary Hensley seconded to approve the treasurer’s report presented by Thelma Wiser.  Ayes 13. Nays 0. Motion carried.

Gary Hensley suggested we create a committee to nominate people to serve on the Emmaus Board. There was discussion about the importance of people being active in the community before being placed on the Emmaus Board.  Darcy Rubenking made a motion to create a Nominating Committee for the Emmaus Board.  It was seconded by Donnie Hendricks.  Ayes 13 Nays 0 Motion carried.
The members of the Emmaus Board feel that the price of using Camp Aldersgate is becoming cost prohibitive and we are being more and more restricted in our usage of the camp.  A letter was written by Darcy Rubenking and revised by Thelma Wiser to be sent to Dick Faris, Director of the United Methodist Board of Camps, to explain our concerns about the cost of the camps. A motion was made by Donnie Hendricks and seconded by Gary McKinney that we send the letter to Dick Faris and a copy to Angela Blair and Bishop Gregory Palmer.  Ayes 13 Nays 0 Motion carried.  Everyone was encouraged to send a personal letter to them as well to explain our concerns.  We also discussed other options for places to hold the Walk to Emmaus.  We will continue to prayerfully consider the direction God is leading us.

We had the contracts from Camp Aldergate for the Spring Walk.  They were requesting a $150/weekend deposit.  A motion was made by Gary McKinney and seconded by Gary Hensley to sign the contract for the Spring Walks and to pay the $150 deposit for each weekend.  Ayes 13 Nays 0 Motion carried.
A motion was made by Gary Hensley and seconded by Donnie Hendricks that we give the Nobel Church a $200.00 donation for the use of the church.  Ayes 13 Nays 0 Motion carried.

February 2005
The treasure’s report was presented by Thelma Wiser.  There was $400 of pilgrim fees for our total receipts.  Expenses to Cokesbury ($193) and Upper Room ($127.62) were paid in January.  Total expenses were $320.62.  The balance on hand as of 01/31/05 was $3008.75.  In February there were checks to CLI for $99.00 and $19.00 for the trailer licensing.  There was also $300 deposit for pilgrim registration and $300 for team fees.  The balance of 02/08/05 was $3490.75.  There will be $300 written to Camp Aldersgate as a deposit for the weekends ($150 each weekend.)  Darcy Rubenking moved to accept the treasure’s report and Gary McKinney seconded the motion.  Ayes 13 nays 0. Motion carried.  

We also discussed writing a letter to the people who were not allowed to attend the weekend of their choice.  We would like to send those people a special invitation to attend another walk.  Darcy Rubenking will draft a letter and bring it to the next board meeting for approval.  Motion made by Darcy Rubenking and seconded by Ron Scott to send letters to people who were turned down and haven’t attended a walk yet.  Ayes 13 Nays 0. Motion carried.

We then opened the floor for nominations for a Community Lay Director.  We reviewed the manual and the Community Lay Director does not have to have been a Lay Director first.  They need a mature understanding of the Walk to Emmaus movement, the Emmaus Weekend and knowledge of team formation. A nomination to make Donnie Hendricks the Community Lay Director was made by Frank Rogers and seconded by Gary Scott.  A Motion to have nominations cease was made by Thelma Wiser and seconded by Fred Bryson.  Both were voted on Ayes 13. Nays 0 for each vote.  Both motions carried. 

A nomination for Darcy Rubenking as secretary was made by Donnie Hendricks.  Darcy agreed to accept.  A second was made by Kim Brouse. A motion was made for nominations to cease by Thelma Wiser.  Both votes were Ayes 13. Nays 0.  Both motions carried.

A motion was made for Thelma Wiser to remain treasurer by Kim Brouse.  Thelma agreed to accept.  A second was made by Donnie Hendricks.  A motion was made for nominations to cease by Pastor Clark Finehout.  Both motions passed. Ayes 13 Nays 0.

We discussed the various responsibilities for each of the committees.
We had sent letters to Dick Fairis, the Conference Director for the Board of Camps, and Angela Blair, Director of Camp Aldersgate and Bishop Gregory Palmer with our concerns about the increasing price of Camp Aldersgate and the decreasing usage of the camp office and space.  Dick Faris and Angela Blair came to our meeting to discuss some of the concerns.

March 2005 Treasures’ report was given by Thelma Wiser. There were $2050.00 in receipts in Feb. and $590.58 in expenses.  The balance as of 02/28/05 was $4,468.17.  Other deposits from fees and the men’s walk were $3,188.00 with $224.08 written for expenses.  The balance on hand for 03/07/05 was $7, 432.09.  We will have expenses for the walks and the food.  The men’s walk already used $1522+ for food.  A motion to accept the treasure’s report was made by Frank Rogers and seconded by Donnie Hendricks.  Ayes 15. Nayes 0. Motion carried. 
Gary McKinney will be the Lay Director for the Men’s Walk in the fall.  The Women’s Lay Director was to be Dian Grimes-Hughes.  Due to her failing health she will not be able to serve.  Jean Miller will have served twice as ALD and would be eligible.  If she does not accept, Elaine Long will be asked but she has only been ADL once for this upcoming walk.  Donnie would like to know who it will be so he can announce it at closing for the Women’s Walk.  We may have to choose someone who has previously been LD.  There was a motion to ask Jean Miller first and then Elaine Long to be the next Women’s Lay Direction.  Motion was made by Darcy Rubenking and seconded by Gary McKinney.  Ayes 15. Nays 0. Motion carried.
We decided it would be good to have an assistant to the treasure.  Thelma Wiser is the treasure and will be going off the board next year.  She needs to mentor someone to take over after she leaves.  Gary Lowe was asked but had too many other responsibilities.  D’Ambra Hainline volunteered to be Asst. Treasure.  

We discussed the need for subcommittee to develop new funding ideas for Walk to Emmaus to meet financial obligations.  After some discussing we decided that we are not a money making organization and we will just ask for support from the community and pray the Lord will provide.  Darcy Rubenking will print a ballot to get the input of the community on where they would like to see the Terraced Hills Walk to Emmaus have there weekends. (Continue at Aldersgate and let them know the expense, move to the churches and need more agape helpers or alternate Camp Aldersgate and Churches.)  Ballots will be given at candlelight and closing of the women’s walk.

Donnie Hendricks brought up the need for commitment on the part of the team to be present at the whole weekend.  This means laity and clergy alike. 

Donnie Hendricks brought up the need for a Nominating Committee for the board representatives for next year.  We will need 7 people willing to serve for three year terms so we can vote for 5 people.  They need to be a representative of our community gatherings.  We also need 3 clergy willing to serve for 1 year terms.  Darcy Rubenking volunteered to be on the nominating community and Fred Bryson will help with clergy appointments.

We discussed the Terraced Hills Board Meeting place.  No objection was made to the Noble UMC.  Kim Brouse made a motion and Gary McKinney seconded the motion to stay at the Noble Church for the rest of the year.  Ayes 14  Nays 1.  John Brillo voted no.   Motion carried. 
D’Ambra Hainline paid for a temporary kitchen permit.  Ron Scott motioned that we reimburse D’Ambra for this and Frank Rogers seconded the motion.  Ayes 15. Nays 0. Motion carried.
Thelma Wiser reported that a “local pastor” in the United Methodist Church may be a Spiritual Director on a weekend but there needs to be a letter sent to the District Superintendent of the “local pastor” to request that the pastor’s duties be expanded to include the Emmaus event.  This is spelled out on page 29 in our Board manual.  This does not apply to those who are not United Methodist. 

April 2005

The treasure’s report showed total receipts for the month to be $7,875.08. The expenses were   $2,397.22 for March.  The balance on hand was $9,946.03.  There was a deposit of $350.00 for donations.  There were outstanding checks for $336.95 to D’Ambra Hainline for food and $520.16 to Upper Room.  The balance on hand as of April 12, 2005 is $9,438.92.  There was another $200.00 for donations and there will be bills for Camp Aldersgate for both weekend and $284.44 to Angela.  The treasure’s report was accepted as printed.  

Ballots – Informal ballots were taken at the last women’s walk at candlelight and closing asking the Terraced Hills Community’s input on where to hold our Emmaus weekends.  52 ballots were cast – 30 people wanted to remain at Camp Aldersgate, 10 wanted to move into a church setting and 10 people wanted to alternate sites.
Set-up and Clean-up – Needs work on organization – We need lists made on what needs done prior to us leaving the camp.  There were lights left on in Albright and some things had not been done.  D’Ambra and Benson Hainline stayed and finished the work alone.  We are going to organize a group of “Sunday Angels” to help with clean-up on Sunday night – especially after the women’s weekend.  Donnie Hendricks will coordinate this. Larry Woods, Gary McKinney and Gary Lowe are in charge of set-up and clean-up.  We can’t find the angel decorations for the tables and we are missing the communion set
Agape Coordinator – The colored ink for the booklets is expensive.  Kim Brouse wanted direction for the booklet covers.  We decided to use colored paper with black ink.
Nominating Committee - Nothing to report.  Thelma Wiser would like to be on this committee, this was agreed to.
Team Section - Gary McKinney will be the Lay Director for the Men’s weekend and Denise Stevens will be Lay Director for the Women’s weekend.  We divided into two groups for team selection – men and women.  Both Gary and Denise had input into team selection and we tried to use new people as often as possible.  The Men’s Walk will be Oct.13 -16 and the Women’s Walk will be Oct. 20-23.  The team building days will be Aug. 27, Sept. 10 & 17, and Oct. 1.
May 2005
The treasurer’s report was available but Thelma Wiser was not present at the meeting.

The receipts in April were $350.00 and the expenses were $1,141.55.  The balance on hand as of 04/30/05 was $9,154.48.  There were deposits in May of $70.00 and expenses of $5070.00 leaving a balance on hand on 05/12/05 as $4,154.48.  Praise the Lord!

Gathering – A community wide gathering was held at the Corning UMC on Sat. April 18th with about 60 people there - a lot of the new 4th dayers. Hopefully there will be more community-wide gatherings at other sites in the community.

We discussed the need to follow model for the selection of Spiritual Directors for the weekends.  On page # 29 of the handbook it states that weekend Spiritual Director are “seminary-trained, ordained elders who are in good standing with the annual conference.”  “A local pastor who has completed his or her course of study may qualify as the team Spiritual Director if and when the presiding bishop or district superintendent extends, in writing, the church appointment of the local pastor to include Emmaus.”  

     Assistant Spiritual Directors must be clergy in the eyes of the church and have training for the pastor role but can be filled by local pastors and other clergy without a letter. – see p. 30 in handbook.

     As a board we feel we need to adhere to the rules as set in the handbook and will get letters from the D.S. when needed.

     New dates for the 2006 Terraced Hills Walk to Emmaus

March 16 – 19    -     men’s weekend

March 23 – 26   -      women’s weekend

October 12 - 15  -     men’s weekend

October 19 – 22  -     women’s weekend

We discussed team selection and agreed to keep team selection as something done by the board with input from the lay directors of the weekend.

We also discussed pilgrim applications and the need to have people sign up in a timely manner.  We discussed the possibility of having a graded price for applications.  For example, it would cost $100 until a month before the walk and $120 or more if after the deadline.  We will think about this and vote at the next board meeting.

June 2005

There were two resignations from the Emmaus Board – Dian Grimes-Hughes and Clark Finehout.  Gerry Kahler from Lenox UMC is willing to take Clark Finehout’s place.  We will try to fill the position for Dian Grimes-Hughes.

Treasures report:  Receipts in May were $70.00.  Total expenses paid in May were $5,131.09.  This leaves a balance of $4,093.39 in our account.  The two spring walks totaled $8,669.86.

We discussed the need to keep on a budget for the food for both walks.

Facility set-up & clean-up – Debbie and Danny Brooks donated a 7’ x 16’ trailer for the Emmaus community – PTL.  There will be shelving needed for the trailer – approx. $350-400.  The Emmaus board will pay for the shelving so it can be installed. – Motioned by Gary Wood and seconded by Frank Rogers. Motion accepted.
Agape Director & Sunday Angels – Agape director for the Men’s walk is Frank Rogers and for the Women’s walk is Karla Hynes.  Ron Scott is in charge of Sunday Angels.

We discussed revising the application for pilgrims.  We also discussed graduated fee to encourage pilgrims to get their registration in on time.  Thelma Wiser will work on revising the pilgrim application.

Emmaus booth at the Iowa Annual Conference was successful.  It was put on by the Ottumwa District.  A motion was made by D’Ambra Hainline and seconded by Frank Rogers that we give $50 to the Ottumwa District to help with the cost.  Motion carried.

September 2005

 Thelma read the treasures’ report. Deposits for June, July and August were $460.  Expenses were $102.14, leaving a balance of $4,451.25.  The Ken Whitmore family gave a $2,500 memorial to Terraced Hills Walk to Emmaus in honor of his mother.  Pilgrim fees of $420 were collected in September.  The ending balance as of 09/13/05 is $7,371.25.  God is Good!

D’Ambra Hainline paid $227 for taxes and registration for the new trailer.  It was voted unanimously to reimburse her for this expense.  It will be $10 - !5 per year to title the trailer.

A motion was given by Ron Scott and seconded by Ron Curtis to give $250 to the Corning United Methodist Church for use of the church for team meetings.  Noble UMC still has not been paid for the use of the church - $200 this year – voted on in Jan. 2005.
Registration: There have been about 7-8 couples paid for the upcoming walk.  We discussed the need to encourage early registration for the walk.  A motion was made by Ron Curtis and seconded by D’Ambra Hainline to have an early bird application fee for $100 if the application is received by 4 weeks prior to each walk.  A late application fee would be $125 and would be at the discretion of the registrar for acceptance into the walk.  The registrar would discuss it first with the sponsor and then decide if there would be enough time to allow the pilgrim to come.  We also discussed the need for guidelines if there are too many people wanting to go.  These have not been decided yet.

Sponsors’ Hour: - Frank Rogers, Darcy Rubenking and Gary Hensley will be in charge of the sponsor’s hour.  Fred Bryson and John Brillo will take care of candlelight.  There was some discussion about people of the community wanting to change the time of candlelight so that it wouldn’t take so long.  A motion was made by Darcy Rubenking and seconded by D’Ambra Hainline to have candlelight start at 8:30 p.m. instead of 8:00 p.m. Motion carried.

Agape Director and Sunday Angels:  Agape Director for the men’s walk is Frank Rogers and for the women’s walk is Karla Hynes.  There were 5 men and 8 women at agape training.  There is still room for more agape.  Ron Scott is trying to get Sunday Angels.
Gatherings: We would like to have a community wide gathering at the October 30th follow-up meeting at Camp Aldersgate.

Kitchen:  The cook for the men’s walk is Brent Ricker.  The cook for the women’s walk is Debbie White.  Debbie has a food license.  We will have to find out if we need a temporary food license for the weekends.

Supplies:  Thelma and D’Ambra will go through the old trailer and put the supplies in the new trailer.  They will see what is needed for the upcoming walk.

Nomination Chair:  Fred Bryson has six names for clergy.  Only 5 names are needed to vote for three clergy.  Darcy Rubenking is working on the laity nominating and has two names so far.  She needs 7 people to vote on 5 for the board.
People going off the board this year are: Ed Miller, Gary Hensley, Thelma Wiser and Larry Wood.  The clergy leaving are John Brillo, and Fred Bryson.  Gerry Kahler is willing to serve next year.

We need to replace Dian Grimes-Hughes who has another year on the board.  Ron Curtis gave his resignation.  He is gone 6 months out of the year and doesn’t feel he can serve the board while he is away.  He has one year remaining.

New Business: Memorials 

 
1)  Danny Brooks – a plaque will be placed on the trailer – in memory of Danny Brooks


2)  Dian Girmes-Hughes – a scholarship fund in Dian’s name to help pilgrims pay for the 


walk. Money used will be that in the current fund ($131) and the $25 that people 


give as late application fees and one-half of the money received from closing.  


This was made as a motion by Ron Curtis and seconded by Frank Rogers.


3)  Woods family – table clothes were purchased for the Emmaus weekend for a 



memorial for Scott Wood.


4)  Ken Whitmore’s family – gave $2500 for a memorial for his mother.

Andy Chafa is planning to go on a mission trip to Belize with the Brothers in Blue.

A team application was made by Darcy Rubenking and reviewed.  The name of the gathering one attends and interest in working agape will be added.  This will be used so we know who wants to work on team and try not to over-look anyone. 
A letter was read asking the Terraced Hills Community to be a shepherding community for the Crossroads Emmaus of Iowa community.  It was decided that we would help them with whatever we can.  Darcy will e-mail them and invite them to our Nov. or Dec. meeting. (The National Walk to Emmaus will take care of the shepherding but we will invite them to work agape and be willing to work of team, if they need us.)

October 2005
Thelma read the Treasure’s report.  Receipts included Pilgrim Fees of $420 and a Memorial gift of $2500 from the Ken Whitmore family.  A total of $2,920 in receipts for September.  Total expenses were $1,926.65.  Balance on hand as of 09/30/05 is $5444.60.  Deposits in Oct. were $850 pilgrim fees, $410 team fees and $300 memorial (from Debbie Brooks for digital camera for weekend).  The balance on hand as of Oct. 11, 2005 is $7,004.60.  The treasure’s report was approved.

A memorial of $300 from the Danny Brooks family was received to purchase a digital camera for the weekend.  The digital camera was $223.61.  A motion was made by Kim Brouse and was seconded by Frank Rogers to store the digital camera in the next LD box.
Registration: Gary Lowe reported that there are 20 pilgrims for the men’s walk and 24 pilgrims for the women’s walk now registered. 

Gatherings: A community-wide gathering will be after follow-up at Camp Aldersgate at 4:00 p.m. reported Frank Rogers.

Kitchen:  Cooks for the walk are Brent Richer for the men’s and Deb white for the women’s.  

Supplies:  Thelma and D’Ambra went through the supplies when they were moved into the new trailer.  Supplies needed were purchased.

Newsletter:  We will need a newsletter sent out after Walk # 17 and # 18.  A team application form will be sent out with the newsletter.  We are asking that everyone fill out the application but especially if you want to be considered for team.

Nominations:  Fred had 6 clergy for board nominations so we can choose 3.  They are Sara Malone, John Greenlee, Gerry Kahler, Chad Lierman, Mike Stevens, and Bud Wiser. Darcy reports she has 6 women nominations and needs 7 people.  The six people are Summer Chafa, Ardith Jenkins, Marvel Blazek, Angela Wood, Cheryl Jensen, and Deb White.  Denise Stevens has offered to run.  The board discussed having married couples on the board and this can happen if we cannot find another person willing to serve.  The board requested at least one man’s name on the ballot.  Two names were given to call first – Doug Arrick and Bill Armstrong.  If neither will agree, we will use married spouses.

Old Business: The new Terraced Hills Emmaus trailer needs a hitch lock.  It will cost approximately $50.  Gary McKinney made a motion and Kim Brouse seconded the motion that we buy a trailer hitch lock.  Ayes 15. Nays 0. Motion carried.

There was discussion about what to do with the old trailer.  If anyone wants it, they can have it.  If not, it will be disposed of.

New Business:

Lay Directors for March 2006

The men who have served in all the areas of the walk (ATL, TL twice, and ALD twice) are Kim Brouse, Rich Anderson, Gary Hensley, and Larry Wood.  Kim Brouse was nominated and accepted to be the next Lay Director for the Men’s Walk # 19 – March 16-19, 2006.

The women who have served all areas of the walk (same) are Jean Miller, Elaine Long and Marvel Blazek.  There was a paper ballot to elect first choice.  Jean Miller will be asked first, if she declines Elaine Long will be asked to serve as Lay Director for the Women’s Walk # 20 – March 23-26, 2006.
Karla Hynes sent out letters to request Agape workers for Walk # 17 & # 18.  It cost $100 for postage.  Gary Hensley made a motion and Gary McKinney seconded the motion to reimburse Karla for the postage.  Ayes. 15. Nays 0. Motion carried.
November 2005
The treasure’s report was submitted by Thelma Wiser.  The balance last month was $5,444.60.  There were receipts for pilgrim fees, team and agape fees, memorial and donation money, money from books and T-shirts, closing offerings – making total receipts of $9,272.73.  Expenses of supplies, printing, pilgrim refunds, t-shirts, and groceries totaled $3,034.53.  This makes a balance of $11,682.80 as of 10/31/05.  There will be other expenses including Camp Aldersgate, groceries and more t-shirts.  We will get a 10% discount for the men’s weekend due to the water problem. There was damage done to a board on a bed (2x4x8) and we will be charged $3.09 for the board.  The bill for Camp Aldersgate is $4,428.26 and other bills make expenses at least $6,143.89 more. Two dozen additional long sleeve and sweat shirts were ordered.  Treasure’s report was approved as read.
Due to the broken board, we will try to inspect the camp prior to the walk and after the walk to record any damage.

Registration:  Darcy presented a suggestion to change the pilgrim and sponsor application to reflect the “early bird” and “late application” fees.  Motion was made be Larry Wood and seconded by Frank Rogers to change the wording at the bottom of the form (Pilgrim) and on the sponsor’s form.  Ayes 13. Nays 0. Motion carried. (Please see copy of wording and informational page.  This was discussed with Robert Blazek.)

This is an application and does not guarantee acceptance on this weekend.  Married couples will get first priority on the walk and then single people.  If there is room on the walk, single spouses will be considered by the registrar, sponsor and the board.  The “early bird” application is until 4 weeks prior to each walk and the fee is $100 per candidate.  There is a “late” application fee of $125 per candidate, if the application is received after the 4 week deadline.  Please enclose an application fee of $50.00.  This will be applied to your total application fee.  Make checks payable to TERRACED HILLS EMMAUS COMMUNITY.  If for some reason your application is not accepted, your deposit will be refunded and a new application will be required.

Agape Correspondence:  There was a problem with the wall agape on both walks.  The wall agape had been burned at the last set on walks and no new agape was collected.  We discussed whether it was appropriate to keep wall agape from one walk to another.  In the Spiritual Director’s Weekend manual in the Justifying Grace talk it says that wall agape is went to show the pilgrims God’s agape love.  It doesn’t say that they are praying for the pilgrims.  Because of this, we will keep the wall agape for each walk and get new ones as needed.

Gathering:  There was a gathering after the follow-up meeting on Sun. Oct. 30th.  The turn-out was disappointing and some people didn’t stay.  The meeting was late getting started because of discussions by the women’s team.
